* 26 Jan.-2 Febr. 2012: CREATIVE TRIP LUXOR - ASWAN: Daily art painting workshops by 
  artist Joséphine Verbist. Excursions to Valley of the Kings, the Isis temple and more! 
* 7-22 January 2012: DISCOVER NUBIAN HISTORY: KHARTOUM – NORTH SUDAN – ASWAN – CAIRO 
This unique tour starts in Khartoum, with visits to the Ethnographic Museum and the Sudan National Museum, 
which offers a perfect introduction in Nubian history. We will sail to where the 
Blue and the White Nile confluence and visit the largest market of the country in 
Omdurman. The next days we travel to impressive historical sites, pass through 
desert areas and see daily life of the locals in the villages where we stay and the 
markets we will visit. And we follow the Nile, where we might even see 
crocodiles! We will visit: 

 the 5000 m² large temple complex Musawwarat Es Sufra 
 Meroitic temples of Naqa: temple of Amun, Lion temple and the Kiosk 
 Royal City of Meroe; with many pyramids of Nubian kings and queens 
 excavations near Kerma, the former capital of the Nubian Kingdom 
 Gebel Barkal. In the past men believed the god Amun lived in this mountain  
 Over 180 Nubian pyramids on the graveyards of El-Kurru en Nuri 
 Remains of medieval Christian Nubia near Dongola and ruins from the Ottoman state. 
 Lake Nasser; we sail by ferry in about 18 hours from Wadi Halfa to Aswan in Egypt.
